Part 1: Email about a trip to Rome

During this part of the demonstration you'll see a lot of the text handling and cut and paste type operations that are common in email and word processing tasks.

This chart shows one type of Utter Command text-handling commands. This set of commands allow you to move the cursor or select by letter, word, line, paragraph or screen. Commands consist of a number from 1 to 20 plus one of the bolded command words. 

For example, "3 Left" moves the cursor three characters to the left, "3 Lefts" selects three characters to the left; "5 After" moves the cursor five words to the right, "5 Afters" selects five words to the right.

Part 2: Tool that lets you manage favorites-like lists including folders, Web sites, and keywords. 

These dynamic command lists allow you to add folders, files, Web sites, email contacts and find keywords to speech command lists. You can use the words you added in macros that call up folders, files and Web sites, prepare emails, and search for keywords in any program. 

User-managed command lists:

	Keyword List
List of words you can search for in any program by saying "Find" followed by 

the keyword. For example, "Find Address"
Contact List
List of email addressee names; you can set up an email message to as many 

as four contacts by saying "Mail" followed by the contact names. For example, 

"Mail Phil Lisa"
Site List
List of Web sites you can call from anywhere by saying the site named followed 

by "Site". For example, "Google Site"
Folder List
List of folders you can go directly to in Windows Explorer or any program's open 

file dialog box by saying the folder named followed by "Folder". For example, 

"My Documents Folder"
File List
List of files you can call up using one speech command by saying the final 

named 
followed by "File". For example, "Demo 1 File"




Part 3: Tool that reminds you to take breaks and command that makes it easier to improve your recognition.

The break tool turns your microphone off for a period of time and then back on again. This minimizes the number of steps you need to take a break. You can turn the microphone on during the break if you need to. You can also combining taking a break and timing a number of minutes until the next break.

Examples:

"10 Second Break" puts the microphone to sleep, waits 10 seconds, then wakes the microphone up and says "I'm back"

"5 Minute Break 30 Minute Time" puts the microphone to sleep, waits five minutes, wakes the microphone up, says "I'm back", says "30 Minute Time" waits another 30 minutes, then tells you 30 minutes is up, at which time you can say the command again to take another break.

The vocabulary command allows you to select and add a phrase to the NatSpeak vocabulary in 3 steps rather than 6. Adding phrases to your vocabulary improves recognition.  Example:  “6 Befores Vocabulary”

Excerpts from Part 2, Lesson a "How to move the cursor and select text by object":

To select an object near the cursor say "This" followed by the name of the object. For example, "This Line" selects the line nearest the cursor, "This Word" selects the word nearest the cursor, and "This Graph" selects the paragraph nearest the cursor.
To move the cursor say a number from 1 to 20 followed by a movement word. For example, "3 After" moves the cursor three words to the right, changing the cursor position in this example 

	The big black cat |crouched behind the couch.



to

	The big black cat crouched behind the |couch.


In a similar way, "3 Before" moves the cursor three words to the left, "3 Down" moves the cursor down 3 lines, "3 Graph" moves the cursor down three paragraphs, "3 Screen" moves the cursor down three screens.

To select a number of objects say a number from 1 to 20 followed by the type of object. For example, "3 Afters" selects the three words after the cursor, changing

	The big black cat |crouched behind the couch.



to

	The big black cat crouched behind the couch.


In a similar way, "3 Befores" selects three words before the cursor, "3 Downs" selects down starting from the cursor and ending three lines below, "3 Graphs" selects three paragraphs below the cursor, and "3 Screens" selects three screens-worth of information below the cursor.

To select from the cursor to the beginning or end of an object say the name of the object followed by "Top" or "Bottom". 

For example, in the following text, with the cursor position as shown in red:

	The tabby cat, faced with a loaded |squirt gun, jumped off the counter.



"Line Top" selects the following
	The tabby cat, faced with a loaded squirt gun, jumped off the counter.
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
